ID. Materials borrowed with the homeschool library card do not incur overdue fines; however, the parent/guardian on the card
application is responsible for any charges for lost or damaged materials and for all use of the card.

Homeschool cards expire on September 15 of each year. The parent/guardian will be required to present a copy of the current
Declaration of Intent to Provide Home-Based Instruction each year to renew the card.
